ALL ENTRIES...
1. All entries must be identified with a banner or sign displaying the
name of your organization. (i.e.: Girl Scout Troop #351)
2. All entries must be in line by 8:00am on September 27th.
3. The size should be no larger than a float or hayrack and the vehicle
pulling the entry. A walking entry will be provided the same amount
of space.
4. Candy or other items may be handed out along the side of the street
and not thrown into the crowds.
5. To keep Plainfield beautiful — do not hand out flyers or coupons
that could potentially become litter.
6. No launching of projectiles from any parade entry.

FLOAT ENTRIES...
1. All floats MUST follow the parade theme.
2. All parties walking or riding in parade MUST be dressed in theme
of parade.
3. Extra parents, siblings and pets are not allowed.

PERFORMING ENTRIES...Bands, Equestrians, Cheerleaders,

Poms, Dancers, etc...
1. Please be prepared to perform several times during the parade route
(on James Street, Ottawa Street, Illinois Street, and Commercial
Street) and in heavy spectator areas keeping the Parade moving and
evenly spaced.
2. All participants MUST be visibly in the uniform or costume of the
organization that they represent.

ALL OTHER ENTRIES...Girl Scouts, Boy Scouts, Sports Teams,

Politicians, etc...
1. All participants MUST visibly be in the uniform of the organization
that they represent.
2. Please display a slogan that has reference to our parade theme.
3. Due to time constraints on the parade, please do not bring extra
children, stollers, wagons, etc. Participants are to be children
participating in the organization represented.
