Responsibility

All students are expected to be responsible for their own actions.

YOU are responsible for YOU!!

1.  Tardies:  A tardy is defined as not being in your assigned seat when the bell sounds.


1st tardy:  Detention may be assigned by teacher. 


2nd tardy:  Detention may be assigned by teacher.


3rd tardy:  One hour detention and parent contact.


4th tardy:  Referral to Dean.  Two-hour After School Assignment.


5th tardy:  Referral to Dean.  Saturday Assignment.


6th (or more) tardy:  
Student may be dropped from the class with an “F”.

2.  Bring all materials that you need for class each day.  Always bring your textbook, binder, notebook, pen, pencil, agenda book, and DEAR book to each team class! 

3.  Grading policies for homework assignments are determined at the discretion of each academic department and/or teacher. Generally homework assignments will only earn ½ credit if turned in 1 day late. Ask your teacher the consequence for turning in an assignment beyond 1 day late… errr… better yet… TURN IN YOUR WORK WHEN IT IS DUE!!!!!
4.  If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to find out what assignments you missed and hand in make-up work on time.  You have one day for every excused absence to make up your work.  No work can be made up for unexcused absences.

5.  Cheating on tests, quizzes or homework will result in a zero and an immediate referral to the Dean.  If cheating occurs for a second time, you will be dropped from the class.

7.  Passes to leave class will be given for emergencies only!!  If passes are abused, they will cease for that individual.  Each student will be given 3 hall passes per teacher per semester to be used in team classes during the semester.  Once you have used these up, no more will be given. Must have your agenda book!!!!

8.  No food or drink is allowed in the classrooms or hallways at any time.  Any opened food or drink found in class will be disposed of.

9.  Raise your hand if you wish to speak.

13.  We work until the final bell.  Stay in your seat until the final bell.  Your teacher dismisses you, not the bell.

14.  The dress code will be strictly enforced.  Refer to the student handbook for guidelines on the dress code.

15.  Read your student handbook.  If an incident occurs which is not covered in these expectations, we will use the school’s procedures as listed in the Student Handbook and seek the counsel of the Dean’s office.
