Robert Marzano is a leading
education researcher.
Through his research he has
identified school level factors
that improve  student
achievement for all Kkids.
Some of those factors in-
clude: Parent and Commu-
nity Involvement, a Safe
and Orderly Environment,
and Challenging Goals and
Effective Feedback. 1 am
happy to report on data
about Plainfield South relat-
ing to each of these. First,
on November 3rd and A4th
parents scheduled 1,714 con-
ferences using the PTC Wiz-
ard online scheduling for-
mat.

Resource classes have a
whole new feel for 2008 &
2009. While students are
still working on raising their
fluency in math and reading
several new components
have been added to the re-
source curriculum. During
the first part of class the
students work on individu-
ally assigned timings in
math and reading.
