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Notes from the Learning Resource Center

The LRC is always busy, but that's the way we like it!  With multiple research projects going on at the
same time, students have been utilizing the computers and non-fiction books as often as they are able.
The sixth grade students just finished learning about oceans and ocean animals while eighth grade 

students focused on different charities and the causes they support.  In addition, the health classes were
studying diseases, body systems, and various drugs.  For each of these projects, the LRC created lists of
websites for the students to use, ensuring internet safety.  We are so excited to move the students beyond

Google and into a program called TrackStar, where we can house the websites we find.  Between this program, the databases
our district has purchased, and the books within our collection, the students have plenty of information to choose from!

During December, the LRC staff began preparing for the upcoming Battle of the Books. We gave almost 40 “BOB” talks to
the different LA classes on what it is, how it works, and what books will be used.  After this, students and teachers began
forming teams and deciding which books they would like to read.  All together, we have 80 student teams and 3 teacher
teams with a total of 378 students involved.  For the Battle of the Books, students will compete with each other in a game
show format to see which team can remember the most about the books they've read.  Our top team will then face the top
teacher team in preparation for the district battle.  While we are patiently awaiting the arrival of the students' books, many
of the participants have begun checking out the books so that they can begin reading.  We look forward to the actual battle,
which will take place during the week of March 15!

The past couple of months, we have also focused on collecting books for Andrea's Angels, an organization through
Anderson's Book Store.  In an attempt to elicit higher participation, we offered to delete the late fines for any student who
brought in a new/gently used book.  This was an opportunity that many of our students took advantage of!  The 360 books
we collected will now be distributed to schools that are in need.  Many will be taken to schools within the Chicago land
area, but others will be sent as far away as Tanzania, Africa.  Having lived in Tanzania for a short time, I can say from 
firsthand experience what a positive impact this will have on other children throughout the world!

In the next couple of months, some 7th grade classes will begin studying civil rights and influential African Americans,
while others will focus on global or local conflict.  In addition, ENCORE classes will continue to research the various 
genres of music and the history behind them.  We will also spend some time celebrating the students who were a part of the
First Read Club and will reinstate the AS-FBI lunch club.  In March, we will focus mostly on the Battle of the Books and
our semi-annual book fair, which will take place from March 19-26.  As always, we will be open during parent teacher
conferences and look forward to visiting with you and sharing some great literature!

May the warmer weather and great books continue to come our way!

Dear Parents, 

We have reached the halfway point of our year here at Aux Sable and it feels as though the year has gone by so quickly! 6
Green teachers have seen some amazing work from our students and continue to have high expectations for the remainder
of the year. 

In our accelerated classes students have been confidently working on persuasive essays and will begin the Battle of the
Books project soon in language arts.  Each student will read three nominated books and compete with their team in March.
In the accelerated math class students are starting their unit of algebra. They are looking forward to using the Hands On
Equations to solve complex two-step problems. In addition students will be solving for a variable and simplifying 
equations. Ask your student about their Hands On Equations experience.

In regular language arts students have begun their novel study on the novel Tuck Everlasting by Natalie Babbitt. They 
finished their persuasive essays and will be working on expository writing this quarter. Students continue to use Wordly
Wise to improve their vocabulary skills so be on the look out for these words! In math classes students are studying
algebraic equations and will move on to determine a rule or function from a given table. We will end the quarter with a 
unit on geometry. 

All students are traveling back in time to ancient China in social studies classes and will then study the Greek gods in
ancient Greece and the famous Colosseum in ancient Rome.

In science students finished their unit on water with their ocean project and did a wonderful job on their papers, models 
and presentations.

Happy 3rd quarter to our wonderful families on the 6 black team. We certainly have been pleased with the progress that all of our
students are making but we would like to remind everyone about the importance of bringing materials to class daily. Also, with
ISAT's coming up it is important that students are well rested and eat a nutritional breakfast prior to coming to school.

Upcoming activities for Language Arts include: class spelling bee, novel study, wordly wise, author's purpose as well as reading
strategies will be looked at more in-depth.   In addition, we will continue with journals and complete a 3rd quarter book talk.
Please be reminded that students need to study wordly wise definitions, synonyms/antonyms and sentences on a daily basis.  

Our young scientists have been busy with their Ocean Alive's Project.  Students are very enthusiastic about the animal they
have been assigned and have been making a model to replicate their ocean animal.   In just a couple of weeks we will start
our study of Chemistry and students will be learning all about matter.

In Accelerated Math, we are completing the outcome on ratios, percents and applying them to real world situations.  Next we will
be working on solving problems involving area, perimeter, circumference and volume.  In regular Math, we have just started on
adding and subtracting integers.  We will soon be learning about inequalities, solving equations, solving word problems and under-
standing patterns and sequences. As we finish up, we will move into studying function tables and then begin our unit on geometry!

Social Studies moves into learning about China.  Students are interested in learning about China's culture and philosophies
including a discussion on The Great Wall of China. Next, students will be exploring the historical features that Ancient
Greece has to offer.  Students will be discovering and better understanding the geography, arts, beliefs, customs, city-states,
and democracy of Ancient Greece and Rome through different hands-on exploration.  

We look forward to a 3rd quarter filled with many exciting learning experiences.   As always, if you have any questions
please do not hesitate to contact anyone of us!

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Team 7-Green

LA - Third quarter will be quite an adventure!  We will focus on the research paper in which we will teach students the 
fundamentals of conducting quality research, outlining skills, developing a well written thesis statement and writing a 
formal essay with a work cited page.  In terms of reading, we will explore the beauty of poetry, figurative language and
practice writing extended response to literature.  Make sure students always bring an independent reading novel home!
Reading at least 20 minutes a night can increase their grade level in reading.  Novels that will be read as a class include:
Roll of Thunder and Ransom.

ACCEL LA - Battle of the Books time!  Students in Accelerated Language Arts will participate in the exciting challenge of
competing against fellow students after reading novels recommended by other kids.  Last year, Mrs. Winfrey's class went
to the final rounds and were able to compete at the district level at Ira Jones.  More information in the weeks to follow. . . 

Our writing focus will be to compose a research paper which demonstrates the following skills:  effective researching using
quality sources, paraphrasing and quoting, citing sources and drafting a well written document with text evidence to support a
thesis statement.  Students should always be reading at home for a minimum of 20 minutes and an independent novel 
project will be assigned by midterm.

Social Studies: In Social Studies we are starting our unit of study on the American Revolution. During this unit, we will be
making a scrapbook filled with information and projects of everything we are learning. Students are required to have a 1-
inch binder for this project. Initially, we will be focusing on events that led up to the Revolutionary War and then focusing
on important battles. Please engage your child in conversation about what you remember learning about the American
Revolution so that they can share what they are learning in class.

Prealgebra and Math:  We will focus on geometry for third quarter.  This can be a struggle for students who are usually
strong with numbers but weak on spatial relationships, and a plus for those who think differently.  We will move on to
measuring areas, volume, and surface area.  Please point out the many opportunities we in real life to use such skills.  There
will be a focus on two-step problem solving.

Science:  As the third quarter approaches, students will begin to explore the concepts of heredity. Students will discover
findings of how past scientists paved the way for generations following them. As we dig into heredity, we will examine the
structure of DNA, construct Punnett squares, and incorporate math concepts to apply principles of probability. After gaining
insight on genes and examining roles of chromosomes, we will investigate the connection of animals through connections
of their structures and functions. Students will observe and classify a variety of animals and separate them into phylums. In
addition, students will have the opportunity to dissect earthworms, perch, and frogs. Last, students will utilize the scientific
method and make inferences on how body structures allow organisms to interact and adapt to their environment.

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Team 7-Silver

As we embark upon 3rd quarter here on Team 7 Silver, we would like to inform you about some of the topics we will be
covering in our classes during the next two months.  

Math: In math class students will be covering area, perimeter, circumference, and volume.  They will have to use given 
formulas to arrive at their correct answer.  Students will also learn the names of the 3D shapes and what their nets look
like. Other topics covered will be sequences, expressions, and functions. Each week students will be preparing for ISAT by
practicing short response and extended response items.

Pre-Algebra: Pre-Algebra is covering Geometry: 2-Dimensional, Perimeter, Area, and Volume.  We will also cover probability
during the last part of the quarter.  Students will be working with geometry in many different ways.  And we will do some
fun activities with probability.

Social Studies: In Social Studies we have begun learning about the events leading up to the Revolutionary War.  This unit
will be followed by a study of the war itself.  Students have been working on a scrapbook project (mainly in-class work)
covering the main events of this time period.

Language Arts: Throughout February and March students will be focusing on the following:

• Reading a second novel (Ransom in Miss Churchill's class and The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle in Mrs. Reidy's
class)

• Writing Extended Response Essays

• Writing Research Papers

• Vocabulary practice through Wordly Wise

Students in Miss Churchill's Accelerated Language Arts class will be participating in the Aux Sable's Battle of the Books
and will begin working in teams to read additional novels for the competition.

Science: At the end of 2nd quarter, students were issued the Cells and Heredity books in our Life Sciences series.  We
began our cells unit by learning the differences between animal and plant cells and are now studying the different
organelles (or structures) inside each cell. As part of this unit, students are making 3-dimensional models of the cell and
will be presenting these models to their classes.  We will then move on to genetics and begin a study of the characteristics
that are passed on to offspring from their parents in addition to the mathematics and patterns underlying inheritance in all
organisms. 

Team 7-Black

Team 7 Black had a great first semester. We are very proud of our students and enjoy having each of them in class. We look
forward to the next months ahead.

In Language Arts, students are reading Roll of Thunder, Hear My Cry by Mildred Taylor. We analyzed the literature for
various racial themes as we celebrated Martin Luther King Day. As the novel comes to a close, classes will begin writing
the research paper. A parent information letter will be coming to your student soon. Accelerated classes will then start read-
ing their novels for Battle of the Books and the regular class will start a new novel, Ransom. Both groups continue to study
grammar and vocabulary. 

In Mr. Sea's math class, in both the regular and accelerated classes, we started Geometry after we came back from the
break.  We will continue to work on Geometry for the rest of the 3rd quarter and as the time for ISATs draws near. 

In social studies we are continuing on the “Road to the Revolution.”  As students are learning about different events that led
up to the war they are creating a scrapbook page.  We have just begun and the scrapbooks look amazing!!

In science we are finishing up our study of cells, which concludes with the students building a cell model.  Next, we will
begin learning about genetics.  Genetics is a wonderful unit where the students explore the characteristics that makes them
unique!
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Team 8-Green

In Pre-Algebra, classes are finishing up their Geometry unit. Students are enjoying working with manipulatives, creating
nets and forming 3-dimensional figures.  They are mastering the concept of area, perimeter and circumference as well as
surface area and volume. Third quarter they will be moving into short answer responses and extended responses in 
preparation for ISAT testing March 1st. 

Students in Algebra are finishing up with linear inequalities and will be moving into exponents and polynomials 

In Social Studies during the 3rd Quarter, students will be working through the Civil War.  They have already studied the
events and issues that led to the sectional conflict, now they will be focusing on the fighting itself, including the locations,
the key people involved, and the events that took place.  After the Civil War, students will take a closer look at Reconstruction
and the healing of the nation's wounds.  As the third quarter draws to a close, students will be looking at the closing of the
nation's frontier as well as the United States's arrival on the world stage.

During third quarter students in Language Arts on Team 8 Green will be writing a persuasive research paper on the following
topic: You are the spokesperson for your favorite charity. However, your charity can't run without money. In order to continue
helping people, it is crucial that you persuade the World Bank to donate money to your cause. Many students are already
excited about choosing topics, brainstorming, and beginning the research portion of the paper. Through the writing process
and final paper, students will learn valuable research techniques, writing procedures, and editing skills that will prepare
them more for high school and college. 

In Science, students will be finishing their unit on Astronomy and will be moving into a new book, Plate Techtonics.  Their
learning of the entire universe will now be focused on the Earth, how it was formed, it's make up and how it moves and
changes over time. 

Team 8-Silver

Language Arts Land is off to a busy start. In the accelerated sections, students are reading Lord of the Flies and focusing
on extended response. In the regular sections, students are reading The Giver and focusing on extended response. Mrs.
Morrow and Mrs.Seeberg's classes just completed a narrative essay; a nice break after the research  paper!

With ISATs quickly approaching, your student will be improving their test taking strategies and brushing up on reading and
writing skills. Encourage your student to be well rested during testing. More to come home on that later. 

In accelerated classes, students will be creating a Weighty Word Book based on their Wordly Wise words. This will be a
class created vocabulary book.

All classes continue to work on vocabulary, prefixes, homonyms, and personal reading book projects. If you do not see
your student with a personal reading book, please encourage him/her to get on checked out from the library or the teacher.

Battle of the Books will take place on March 15th. Students picked  their teams and are busy reading their chosen books. 

Social Studies students are beginning a unit on the Civil War. Throughout this unit, students will practice their critical
thinking skills as they interpret this pivotal time in our nation's history. We will be reading various articles and short stories. 

After the Civil War, we will focus on reconstruction.

Much of our ISAT preparation is directly linked with reading and writing. Therefore, students will have the opportunity to
prepare using our Civil War material.

Pre-Algebra students are learning to calculate the surface area and volume of 3-D shapes.  Students can practice these skills
at home by calculating the surface area and volume of things around the house like a box of Jell-O, a can of soup, etc.
Our next topic of study will be solving equations.  It is very important that students show all of their steps when showing
their work.  Also, all students need to come prepared to class with a pencil and a scientific calculator so that they are 
comfortable using their calculator before they take the ISAT test in the beginning of March. It will be very important for
students to have their own calculators for ISAT testing!
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Team 8-Black

Team 8 Black is gearing up for another exciting quarter.  In Mrs. Bryjak's pre-algebra class, students are learning to 
calculate the surface area and volume of 3-D shapes.  Students can practice these skills at home by calculating the surface
area and volume of things at home like a box of Jell-O, a can of soup, etc.    Their next topic of study will be solving 
equations.  It is very important that students show all of their steps when showing their work.  Also, all students need to
come prepared to class with a pencil and a scientific calculator so that they are comfortable using their calculator before
they take the ISAT test in the beginning of March.

Students in Mr. Jones' algebra class are finishing the various methods of solving systems of equations.  The students are
doing a remarkable job in the tackling the understanding of very complex & challenging material.  They are just starting
solving systems of inequalities.  During third quarter, they will be delving into the exploration of exponents, polynomials,
and factoring polynomials.

Students in Mr. Hrechko's class are currently learning the causes of the American Civil War.  Throughout this unit, they
will learn battle strategies, soldier expectations, and more detail about the turning points of the war.  Following this unit,
they will begin learning about Reconstruction and how the decisions we made would drastically impact the future of the
southern states.  Current Events is still occurring every other week in class. Students can prepare for this by watching the
news, reading the papers, and/or keeping up with current events online.  As they move into the spring months, students will
continue to work their way through the events of the 19th century. Enhancement rotations for the second semester will
focus on World War II.  

After exploring the Universe, Mrs. Raslowsky's science classes will now be delving more deeply into the study of our own
planet.  You will see a new textbook coming home within the next couple of weeks.  Learning about the interior of the
Earth and plate tectonics begins their study.  They will then continue with Earth movements in the form of natural disasters
such as earthquakes and volcanoes, and also discovering minerals and the rock cycle.  

Students in Ms. Welsh's and Mr. Dennis' language arts classes will be reading the novel, Lord of the Flies, during the third
quarter.  Along with reading this fictional novel, students will be creating a non-fiction based poster and brochure to 
highlight an island of their choice.  This "island project" will be used to evaluate their formal speaking skills and their ability to
write persuasive advertisements.  Students will also focus on poetry and their third personal reading project.  ISAT testing will
then be right around the corner in March, so we will continue to focus on the reading, writing, and vocabulary skills that tend
to be tested.  Also, Mr. Dennis' students will also be reading the novel, The Giver, during this quarter.

On a personal note, Team 8 Black is looking forward to meeting more parents during our March Parent/Teacher
Conferences.  Students are to accompany their parents to the conference.  Also, we are in desperate need of more tissues.
Any donations would be greatly appreciated.
