The History of Crystal LawnElementarySchool

The Crystal Lawns Elementary School was constructed in 1958 with a total floor area of 12,100 square

feet. Other additins were constructed in 1960 and 1969, adding 14,150 and 4,780 square feet
respectivel y. I n the early 19506s Crsjosyhaudeon awns w
Teeway and Crystal Drive was the Clubhouse. The school district boughtes®esrio build the school.

Crystal Lawns was the first elementary school building in the State of Illinois to be built with state funds.
This was under the State El ementary Act. The stat
were allowed. Th building was paid off in 16 yearswo present classrooms, room 11 and 12 were

one room which was used as a mplirpose room. The telephone was on the wall in the hallway and

some of the more diminutive staff had to stand on a milk crate to use it.

Crystal Lawns opened in September of 1959. Mrs. Elaine Madison was the first princigheaadght

2" grade that year as well. She was the only woman in the district at thavitina Masterslegree.

There were eight classrooms in all. Every yeattistain 1960 the school would hold an Arbor Day

program and a tree or bush would be planted in honor or memory of someone close to the school. Many
of these trees and bushes remain on the grounds.

A new addition was started in about a year and was ctaapler occupancy in September 1962. It
included the rooms in the Noriouth corridor, the gym, and the faculty room. Rooms 11 and 12 were
divided into two rooms at that time.

Two mobile units were built i n tohHamdlethaiccleasiog t he sc
enrollment. They were hauled away during é#é-&’5 school years after Grand Prairie opened. The last

addition was completed in September of 1970. It included the Media Center and two classrooms. The

canopy was constructed aathime. One of the classrooms was a Learning Disabilities Classroom, the

first L.D. Room in the Lokport Special Education Coophe building was renovated during the

summer of 1996. Aiconditioning, rewiring, plumbing, city water and sewer, networkedmders, T1

line and monitors in each classroom were added.

Crystal Lawns was the first school to have an Outdoor Education Program. This activity started in 1977
and the fifth graders have participatedliis program every year sinCehe reading recary program
was first piloted at Crystal Lawns School as well as the FLEX program.

Mrs. Madison retired in 1980. The media center was named in her honor. Charles Anderson became the
principal in September of 1980 and retired in 1993. Kathy Baxter wisgjefe teacher at Crystal Lawns
from 19741993 and became principal in 1993 and remains only the third principal of the school until this
day.
