School News 
 

Dental Requirements 
Students in kindergarten & 2nd grade are required by law to submit a  

completed dental form by May 15, 2010.  The form must be dated after 

November 15, 2008 and before May 15, 2010.  Following your child’s exam, 

please have your dentist fill out the form required by the state and return it 

to the Grand Prairie Health Office. The Will County Health Department is 

available for dental exams. Their phone number is 815-774-7300.  They are 
located at 1106 Neal Avenue in Joliet. (Take I-80 East to Richards Street South 
and turn left on Ella Avenue and then right on Neal.) 

 

     Dental forms are available in the Health Office or on the district website at www.psd202.org.  

Just look under Departments, Health Services, Dental Requirements then Dental Examination 

Record.  If you are unable to obta in a  dental exam for your child, a  wavier form must be 

completed and turned into the Health Office before May 15, 2010.  You can a lso obta in these 
forms on the district website.

Physical Requirements 
All students entering the 6th grade in the fall must submit a physical on an Illinois Child Exam form 
dated after 8/25/10. It should include all the required immunizations.    

 
Your student’s junior high school must have a copy of the completed physical with 
immunizations before your child enters 6th grade in the fall.  This is a District 202 and Illinois 
Department of Public Health requirement.  Children with incomplete records will be excluded 
from school.   
 
Please make your doctors’ appointments early.  Doctor’s offices are very busy in the 
summer months with school physicals, and it may be difficult to get an appointment.   
 
The Will County Health Department is also available for school physicals, immunizations, and dental 
exams.  Their phone number is 815-727-8670 for physical exams and 815-774-7300 for dental exams.  
They are located at 1106 Neal Avenue in Joliet. (Take I-80 East to Richards Street South and turn left 
on Ella Avenue and then right on Neal.)

Family impacts love of books 
When you read with your child, especially with excitement, you show how much fun reading is. 
That’s a gift that lasts a lifetime!  
To do this: 

 Admire the book.  Together, notice the cover, pictures and other features.  Who wrote it?  
Who illustrated it? To whom is it dedicated? 

 Take your time.  Instead of flying through the pages, turn them slowly, 
building anticipation.  What will happen next? Can your child guess?  

 Talk about it.  What did you child think of the story?  Can she relate 
to it in any way?  Discuss what you might read together next- 
perhaps another book by the same author.
