The weather is finally warming up again, and we are able to get outside in the beautiful weather. When the
temperature isn’t too high, it’s easy to forget that your children need to be protected against sunburn. It’s

Protect your child from the SUN

important to remember the following tips about protecting your children while outside:
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If your children are in or around water/sand, be sure they are covered or are wearing sunscreen.

The sun in most intense between 10am and 4pm. Try to stay inside or be sure your children have on sunscreen during that

time.

There are 2 types of sunrays against which your children need protectiont UVA rays and UVB rays.

The SPF factor of a sunscreen only tells how well a sunscreen protects against UVB rays.

You need to use sunscreen that contains avobenzone (Parasol 1789), zinc oxide or titanium oxide to protect against UVA
rays also.
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The type of clothing your children wear is important too. Long sleeves and pants protect better than short ones. Dark
colors protect against sunburn better than light ones. Dry clothes protect better than wet ones.

UVB rays. Your children should have sunscreen applied under those fabrics.

There are clothes available for swimming made from fabric that protects against UVA and UVB rays. There are labels on
them that state the protection offered and they protect at that level even when wet.

You must reapply sunscreen frequently. It should be reapplied at least every 2 hours and even more frequently when
playing in water or sweating.

Sunscreen does expire. A good rule is to buy new sunscreen at the beginning of every outdoor season (early to mid-spring)

and buy new again at the same time every year.
