August/September

Etapa Preliminar: Greetings and goodbyes, classroom commands, clothing, colors, introducing others, describing people and things, feelings, telling time, numbers, days of the week

Unidad 1:  Classroom objects, class schedules, expressing likes and dislikes, favorite activities, months, numbers to 100

November/December

Unidad 2: More descriptions of people, describing families, parts of the body, age, possession

January/February

Unidad 2 completed by semester end.

Final exams second week of January.

February/March

Unidad 3: Food, school activities, places in the school, asking where someone is going, locations, telling what one has to do

Test/Project

April/May

Unidad 4:  Talk about sports and leisure, seasons and weather, weekend activities, holidays

Test/Project

Unidad 4 completed by semester’s end

Final exam end of May

Course Supplies:  Loose-leaf paper for written homework (spiral notebook is acceptable 

if fringes are perforated)

One two subject notebook (one part for in-class work, the other for notes).  You may 

have two small notebooks if preferred.

Course supplies are not an option, they are a requirement.  Participation points can not be earned if a student does not have the proper materials.

Classroom rules:

1. Respect each other.  One person talks at a time.  Listen to the person talking.

2. Respect the teacher.  Listen when the teacher is talking.  Raise your hand to speak.

3. Respect school property.  Keep the classroom and your desk neat.

4. Be in your desk at the tone.  Be in your desk when class is dismissed at the end of the period.

5. Use of online translator is prohibited and will be considered cheating.

6. If time is given to do homework, be sure to do so or the privilege will be lost.  Homework is due the following day unless given another due date.  Remember that all assignments are to be done of loose-leaf paper/perforated-edge paper.  
7. All work must include your first and last names, the date, and the assignment. (Any work turned in without a name will not be recorded and may be thrown away.)
Classroom Expectations:

1. Treat all students and staff with respect. 

2. Be on time for school and for class. 

3. Come to class every single day prepared with proper materials. (i.e.Textbook, workbook, notebook(s), writing utensil).

4. Participate in all classroom activities in a positive way.

5. Turn in all assignments on time.  Late work will not be accepted, except by teacher discretion.
6. Stow and turn off cell phones before entering classroom.
Absences and Tardies:  

Attendance is extremely important when learning a language.  If an absence is unexcused, the student will not be allowed to make up the work assigned or covered that day, including quizzes and exams. 

Tardies will be handled according to school policy.  
1st Tardy: Warning

2nd Tardy: Thirty-minute detention.  

3rd Tardy: One-hour detention.  Teacher/parent contact.

4th Tardy: Referral to Dean.  Two-hour ASA Assigned

5th Tardy: Referral to Dean.  Saturday assignment.

6th Tardy: If the student is a discipline problem and/or is failing class s/he may be dropped from the class with a grade of “F” and placed in a study hall.  If behavior persists, student will be placed on final contract.  S/he may be dropped from class with a grade of “F” and placed in a study hall regardless of academic status.

Homework:  Learning a foreign language requires practice.  Therefore, there will be homework assigned nearly every night.  You will be expected to memorize and learn to use an incredible amount of vocabulary.  Schedule at the very least 15-30 minutes each evening to learn your new words and review the past vocabulary.  Use the new words in conversation whenever possible.  Teach them to your family.  And finally, be able to write the words, spelled correctly, from memory. Homework is designed to improve classroom participation and readiness will not be accepted late.  
Make-up work:  The school policy of one day per each day absent is followed.  Tests and quizzes will be made up either before or after school.  In exceptional cases they may be made-up during class time, so classwork missed will be due the following day.  Tests and quizzes will not be made-up during study halls. Late work will not be accepted.  Expect to make up tests and turn in projects due the day you were absent on the day you return unless there are extenuating circumstances.

Behavior:  Unacceptable behavior will be rewarded with a 20-30 minute detention, and a parent or guardian will be called.  If the behavior does not improve, a referral to the dean will be written.

All work handed in must be the student’s own work and must reflect the material and vocabulary covered in class.  The above instances are very obvious to the teacher as the student’s work is beyond his/her grasp of the language at that point.   8/2007

Extra Credit:  Extra credit may be offered on tests and quizzes.  All extra credit work must be language based, meaning that the student must be using Spanish in either written or spoken form.
