Organizational Patterns in Informational Text

· Compare and Contrast: Shows similarities and differences between two or more topics.

· Chronological Sequence:  Puts events in order to organize ideas.

· Concept/Definition:  Examples and attributes provide understanding of a single concept.
· Description:  Gives information about a topic, event, object, person, or idea by presenting its attributes.
· Goal/Action/Outcome:  Creates a plan of action for someone trying to do something for a specific reason.
· Proposition/Support:  An argument and supports for that argument are organized.
· Problem/Solution:  Pattern to look at a problem, effects, and possible solutions.
