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Purpose:

· To motivate students to write

· Promotes creativity and imagination

· Alternative to a standard essay

R—Role of the writer (Who are you?)

A—Audience (For whom are you writing?)

F—Format (What form will your writing assume?)

T—Topic (What are you writing about?)

Procedure:

· Analyze the important ideas and/or information that you want students to learn from their reading.

· Decide on a topic, or topics, for writing.

· Brainstorm roles or points of view that students could assume.

· Brainstorm audiences and formats for writing.

· After students have read, explain RAFT and list roles.

· Assign roles, or let students choose roles.

Why RAFT?

· Students process information as they apply, analyze, and synthesize what they have read.

· Students have a clear structure and purpose for their writing.

· Students become more personally involved with the assignment because they get to be creative.

· RAFT is adaptable to all content areas.
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
